                       OôBrienôs Observations  

As I think of the current political and societal mood in our country, the title of a delightful childrenôs book 
comes to mind,  ñAlexander and the Terrible, Horrible, No Good, Very Bad Dayò. Everything about 
Alexanderôs day seemed AWEFUL with no redeeming value.  That same mood seems to pervade our public 
life just now. 
 
Such a mood is endearing in a child.  It is concerning in a country. As I think about the course of events of 
late and the political conversations going on, words like disaster, horrible, terrible, failure dominate the 
emails, interviews and tweets. 
 
And while there is certainly much in our country and our world which is fraught with danger and very 
concerning, a constant barrage of such words  creates and hardens a sense of gloom, negativity, anger and 
even hopelessness. The pervasive sense becomes - EVERYHING is bad.    
 
Paulôs words in his letter to the Romans, which we read at worship the last weekend of July, address this 
situation directly.  Is our world deeply troubled, and groaning under the weight of sin and the suffering it 
brings? Absolutely.  But is such sin, suffering and trouble the last word for our world?  ABSOLUTLEY NOT!    
 
Listen: 
 
ñThe Spirit helps us in our weakness; for we do not know how to pray as we ought, but that very Spirit 
intercedes with sighs too deep for wordsé. 
  We know that all things work together for good for those who love God, who are called according to his 
purposeé.. 
  What then are we to say about these things (all that seems so terrible, horrible)? If God is for us, who is 
against us?  He who did not withhold his own Son, but gave him up for us all, will he not with him also give 
us everything else?... 
  Who will separate us from the love of Christ? Will hardship, or distress, or persecution, or famine, or 
nakedness, or peril or sword?....  
  No, in all these things we are more than conquerors through him who loved us.  For I am convinced that 
neither death, nor life, nor angels, nor rulers, nor things present, nor things to come, nor powers, nor height, 
nor depth,   
                                         nor ANYTHING ELSE IN ALL CREATION,  
 
will be able to separate us from the love of God (which is ours) in Christ Jesus our Lord.ò

As people of faith and followers of Jesus, may these words renew our spirits and clarify the witness we make 
to the gloomy politics and mood around us. ñThe Spirit helps us in our weaknessò, and ñAll things work 
together for good, for those who love Godò. Those powerful assurances remind us that along with, within and 
beyond all that is (or at least seems) so terrible, horrible and awful, God is present and at work, IN US and in 
the world.  
 
Jean-Pierre Cassaude, an 18th century spiritual writer, emphasized what he called ñthe sacrament of the 
passing momentò. It is the firm conviction that in each fleeting moment we are confronted with an opportunity 
of responding to God who is present in that moment. No experience is so painful, no temptation so strong as 
to fall outside Godôs fatherly care.   
 
What a gift is that, the assurance of Godôs presence and care in EVERY SITUATION and CIRCUMSTANCE 
of our lives and our world. Things like joy, hope, confidence, care and compassion spring from this 
assurance. Such traits beat out ñterrible, horrible, awful, no good and very badò any day!  And they are ours, 
as people of God, to embrace, to live and to share!
