Thanks be to you, our Lord Jesus Christ, 
for all the benefits you have given us, 

for all the pains and insults which you have borne for us. 
Most merciful Redeemer, Friend and Brother, 

may we KNOW you more clearly, 
LOVE you more dearly 

and FOLLOW you more nearly, 
day by day.  Amen 

 
This eloquent and profound prayer of faith is the focus of Midweek worship this Lenten season. It 
is attributed to a man named Richard, who was a priest, teacher & bishop in 13

th
 century England. 

Born in 1197 to into the gentry class, he was orphaned as a young child.  When he and his brother 
reached adulthood and inherited their family land and holdings, Richard renounced his portion of 
the inheritance and chose a life of study and service to the Church of Jesus.  Known for his deep 
piety, moral integrity, austere lifestyle, and devotion to the church, he died as the bishop of 
Chichester in 1253. Tradition maintains that these were his final words before he died.  
 
In this childlike address to God, Richard opens up the heart of the Christian faith: 
the ñbenefitsò the gifts and grace we receive from a loving God,  most powerfully through the 
ñpains and insultsò borne and endured for us by the one called Jesus. 
 
In awe and thanks, we entrust our lives, our future - all we have and are - into the care of our 
merciful Redeemer, Friend and Brother. Faith is a DAY BY DAY walk with Christ.   And how 
beautifully Richard outlines what that blessed walk entails -   KNOWING our Lord ever more 
clearly, LOVING him ever more dearly and FOLLOWING him ever more closely (nearly). 
 
Each Wednesday of Lent, we will consider how to grow in our KNOWING, LOVING and 
FOLLOWING through the lens of another treasured gift from a saint of old, THE SMALL 
CATECHISM.  Written by priest and professor, Martin LUTHER in 1529, it was designed as a 
simple teaching tool for parents and children to grow in faith.   
 
Especially appropriate is it to pick up our catechism, as this year we celebrate the 500

th
 

Anniversary of  Lutherôs publishing of 95 Theses which sparked the Protestant reformation,  
brought our Lutheran church into being and quite literally changed the course of history.  
 
Each Wednesdayôs worship will lift up and examine one of the FIVE ñchiefò parts of the catechism: 
10 Commandments, Apostlesô Creed, Lordôs Prayer, Sacrament of Baptism, Sacrament of Holy 
Communion and how what we encounter there challenges and helps us  KNOW, LOVE and  
FOLLOW Our Lord. 
 
In all this we will seek to enter and live more deeply this great word from St. Paulôs letter to the 
Ephesians which expresses the focus of the Lenten season, the inspiration for Richardôs prayer 
and the heart of Martin Lutherôs work: 
 
But God, who is rich and mercy, out of the great love with which he loved us, even when we were 
dead through our trespasses, made us alive together with Christ  - by grace you have been 
savedéò        Ephesians  2:4-6
